Why study Construction?

Construction provides students with the opportunity to gain a range of skills suitable for employment in the
construction industry and to provide pathways for further study.

Working in the construction industry involves:

e constructing buildings

e modifying buildings

e contracting

e designing buildings

e measuring materials and sites

e communicating with clients

Samples of occupations students can aim for in the construction industry:

v" building v' glazing v" shop fitting

v bricklaying v joinery v' Tiling

v' carpentry v roofing v" painting and decorating
v' concreting

Depending on competencies chosen, full or part qualifications from the Construction, Plumbing and
Services Training Package (CPC08) are available in general construction; bricklaying/ blocklaying;
carpentry; concreting; painting and decorating; and wall and floor tiling. Your teacher or VET Coordinator
will advise the competencies and qualifications that may be available.

Work placement is a mandatory HSC requirement within this Framework - 70 hours for a 2 year course.

Recognition of Prior Learning

If you have already completed all or part of a similar vocational course elsewhere, such as at TAFE, your
previous studies and results will be recognised.
